Title: Jeevan Vidya Shibir

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Jhaverchand Kalidas Meghani (August 28, 1896 — March 9, 1947) was a highly regarded Indian poet, writer,
journalist, social reformer, and freedom fighter, prominent in the field of Gujarati literature.

Born in Chotila, Gujarat, Meghani's father worked in the police force, leading to his education in various
cities including Rajkot. He married Damyanti at 24, and after her death, married Chitradevi at 36.

Meghani significantly contributed to Gujarati folk literature, traveling extensively to collect and publish
folklores in volumes like "Saurashtra Ni Rasdhar." He also served as the editor of the "Phulchhab"
newspaper. Mahatma Gandhi bestowed upon him the title of "Raashtreeya Shaayar" (National Poet) for
his patriotic songs during India's freedom struggle.

In 1928, he received the Ranjitram Suvarna Chandrak, the highest literary award in Gujarat, for his work in
folk literature. His novel "Mansai Na Deeva" received the Mahida Award in 1946. In the same year, he was
elected to head the Gujarati Sahitya Parishad's literature section.

Meghani write a famous poem ‘Janani ni Jod Sakhi Nahi Jade’ and ‘Charan Kanya’ are two well-known
Guijarati folk-inspired literary works.

His first book was a translation of Rabindranath Tagore's ballad "Kathaa-u-Kaahinee" titled "Kurbani Ni
Katha" (1922). He authored over 90 books encompassing poetry, novels, short stories, and biographies.
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
